Mission Field Here

Cossman-Hayunga Society Members
May Canvass Twin Cities to
Discover Mission Congrega-
tion Possibilities.

Siznifving their desire to euter
the home mission field in Kitchener
and Waterloo. members of the Coss-
man-Havunga Missionary Society,
4t a meeting held on April 20th, de-
cided to petition the Home Mission
committee of the Canada Synod of
the Lutheran Church to grant permis-
gion for a committee of students of
Waterloo College and Seminary to
make a canvass of the territory in
the Twin Cities in order to ascer-
tain whether there is a field here for
the establishment of a Lutheran
mission.

In case the finding of the commit-
tee of etudents should warrant the
establishment of sauch a mission con-

gregatlon, the students declared
themselves ready to carry on the
work

Rev, J. Alberti of Bornholm, who
at one period of his career spent
fifteen vears as a missionary in
Tanganvika, addressed the society,
describing some of his experiences
in the foreign miasion fleld. He
dwelt particularly on the heathen ve-
ligions of the territory in which he
warked, elucidating the heathen
moniem and animism. He elaborat-
ad on these two native religions, es-
pecially on the latter, which is the
helief of the existence of souls in
animals. Speaking from first-hand
knowledge, he received the keenest
attention as he vividly described the
worship of the African natives
among whom he worked.
